
AQA-LITERATURE

Writing about 19th century prose extracts like A Christmas Carol, Pride & Prejudice, Great Expectations, Jane Eyre etc

AO1-Read, understand & respond to texts. Students should be able to maintain a critical style & develop an informed personal response using textual references, including quotations, to support & illustrate interpretations

AO2-analyse the language, form & structure used by a writer to create meanings & effects, using relevant subject terminology where appropriate

AO3-show understanding of the relationships between texts and the contexts in which they were written

Introduce the extract, showing how it fits into the novel and links to the main focus of the question. A high level response would also link to:

· the author’s purpose, 
· the main themes explored in the novel, 
· the Victorian context, 
As well as explore the impact of the particular scene. 
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wer should then focus on the extract, with:

·  in-depth analysis of words, imagery, language techniques & structure, 
·  short quotations from the text, using the PEA technique, 
·  accurate technical terms, like alliteration, personification, pathetic fallacy..., 
·  a ‘zooming in’ on key words to explore their connotations, 
· A link to past and future events in the story to develop a strong focus on the question and how it links to the novel as a whole.
The final section should 

· link to another part (or parts) of the novel to conclude your ideas on the topic of the question. This can be done by referring to aspects of plot, structure or by using further short quotations.
Remember: 

Try to keep your response formal.

Try to embed your quotations so they flow within your sentences.

Try to offer a personal response.

Try to develop your analysis on language and structure to ensure you really explore the author’s skill
