Please note that school uniform will not be
available to purchase on this evening - uniform can be purchased online from ‘School Shop
Direct’ at www.schoolshopdirect.co.uk, or in person from their Shrewsbury/Whitchurch stores.
It cannot be purchased direct from Thomas Adams School. In addition, Mrs Jones and Mrs
Cornes will be available to discuss transport arrangements from 6.45pm and, in the meantime,
Mrs Cornes is always happy answer transport questions, please email her directly -
cathy.cornes@tas.318education.co.uk.
