Frequently Asked Questions…. 
Thank you to those students who have asked questions – hopefully you will all find 
the responses below useful. See you soon, Mr Winter. 
 

Q: When is Induction Day and will it take place? 
A: The Main Induction Days are planned for Monday 6th July and Tuesday 7th of July, 
2026. We will also have a smaller induction day for students joining us on their own or 
in a pair from their primary school – students will be sent details of these events. 
 
Q: How long are we in school for each day? 
A: The timings of the school day will be very similar to your primary school – 8.40am 
until 3.20pm. 
 
Q: When are break and lunch times? 
A: Break is 11.05 – 11.30am. Lunch is 1.30-2.20pm. 
 
Q: What if I get lost? 
A: Please don’t worry! It normally takes 3-4 weeks to get used to where things are and 
‘get your bearings’. There will be lots of people around and teachers will know that it 
takes time to find your way from lesson to lesson to start with. The important thing is 
to stay calm and ask someone for help. 
 
Q: How many lessons are there each day? 
A: There are five lessons each day. Each lesson is 1 hour. You will have two lessons 
before break, another two lessons before lunch and one lesson after lunch. 
 
Q: What subjects will I study in Year 7 
A: The subjects are similar to those in primary school except you’ll have separate 
lessons/teachers/classrooms for each: English, maths, science, geography, history, RE, 
French, Art, Technology, Music, Drama and PE.  
 
Q: What if another student is mean to me? 
A: Well, hopefully they won’t be! However, your form tutor and Head of Year 7 are 
there to support you so let them know of any issues. 
 
Q: Can we bring footballs in to play with? 
A: You don’t need to! School provides footballs to play with at break and lunch. 
 



 
 
Q: What happens if I am late to a lesson? 
A: Your teachers will know that it is going to take a few weeks to get used to things so 
please don’t worry. As time goes on and you get used to things then you’ll be arriving 
on time to each lesson. 
 
Q: What if I forget something? 
A: This can happen! Firstly, don’t panic – let’s imagine that you have left your 
homework at home… go and see the teacher before the lesson and they will advise 
you. If it is something urgent/vital then you can phone home from Student Reception. 
 
Q: How do I keep track of my homework set in different lessons? 
A: The best way is to write your homework in your student planner. You’ll be given 
your own planner on the first day. You can tick homework off when you finish it. 
Support is always available to help you with homework if you need it. We also use 
‘Teams’ to set and manage your homework and communicate generally. 
 
Q: What if I get a detention? 
A: Well, we hope that you don’t and as long as you do your best then you shouldn’t get 
one. If you do get a detention, you will need to report to a certain room and teacher 
and you will need to follow instructions when you are there. 
 
Q: What trips are there? 
A: There are lots of trips that you can take part in. These include university visits, 
theatre trips, sporting fixtures and residentials, outdoor education trips (Arthog), a ski 
trip to Austria, a History trip to Normandy and lots of subject field trips/visits (LOTS of 
them!) and many, many more opportunities! 
 
Q: Will we have a timetable to follow?  
A: You will be given your timetable on the first morning in September. It takes a few 
weeks to learn where all the rooms are but you get used to things surprisingly quickly. 
If you lose your timetable you can get a replacement from Student Reception. It can 
also be found on your Teams page. 
 
Q: Who will our teachers be? 
A: Your teachers will be listed on your timetable and you will have different teachers 
for most subjects. They’re looking forward to meeting you! 
 
Q: Will I be with my friends? 
A: Your Year 6 teachers have suggested/will suggest some friends for your form groups 
so you will have some familiar faces. You’ll also get to see friends at break and lunch. 
 
 
 



Q: How many people will be in my class? 
A: There will be about 30 people in your form group. For lessons, class sizes vary from 
five to 30 students.  
 
Q: What can I do at break and lunch? 
A: There are lots of things to do – at break the school canteen is open and obviously at 
lunch you need to eat too! Clubs and groups also take place at break and lunchtimes 
(as well as after school) including sports, music, chess, drama and science clubs and 
LOTS more. The library, drop-in ICT and learning support are open too! There are lots 
of things to do so be sure to get involved! That’s the secret to success – get involved! 
 
Q: What clubs/activities are there? 
A: There is so much taking place at Thomas Adams! Have a look at the question above 
about clubs and activities. You could even set up your own club. You’ll be give at list of 
clubs/opportunities/activities at the start of Year 7 in September. 
 
Q: How much time do we have to get between classes? 
A: There is at least 5 minutes to get between each lesson. In addition, between lesson 
2-3 you have break and between lesson 4-5 you have lunch! 
 
Q: Can we have a locker and will it be close to our friends? 
A: Yes, you can have a locker. Details will be provided at the start of term. We cannot 
guarantee it will be close to your friend’s locker but there are blocks of lockers in 
different places so it will be fine. Having a locker is a great idea to keep organised and 
to save you carrying lots of things around all day! 
 
Q: Will we have lots of tests when we get there? 
A: No! In the first few weeks you may have a short test in English and maths but you 
will be told when they will be. Don’t worry there won’t be lots of tests when you arrive! 
 
Q: How does lunch work? 
A: You pay for lunch electronically – using your eye! This will be set up on your first day 
so you don’t need to carry money around with you. Your account can be topped up by 
parents/carers on the internet. When you go for lunch you line up before choosing 
what you want in the canteen, you then pay for it with your thumbprint(!) and go into 
the main hall/dining room to sit down to eat! 
 
Q: Can I bring my mobile phone in to school? 
A: Our rule on mobile phones is very simple – you are allowed to bring your mobile 
phone in to school but it must stay turned off, in your bag and out of sight. It will be 
taken off you if a member of staff sees it. If you have a real emergency, you can go to 
pastoral and ask to use your phone but only with permission of a member of staff. We 
are currently looking at our mobile phone policy in line with government requirements! 
  



Q: If I take a bus to school, where will the bus drop me off? 
A: If you travel by bus, you will get dropped off directly outside the main hall. On the 
first day, you will go into the main hall for an assembly. At the end of the day you will 
return to the main hall and teachers will help you get on the correct bus to go home. 
 
Q: What is the school uniform like? 
A: The school uniform looks great and you can see photos of it in your Moving Up 
Booklet. All students wear a shirt, tie and blazer and full details can be found on the 
school website and in the Parents’ Guide (given out at the Info Evening). 
 
Q: How will I know what PE kit to bring in? 
A: You don’t need to bring PE kit in for your first PE lesson as you will be told about 
how things happen and what to expect. You’ll also be told what kit you need for your 
next lesson so you should be sorted after that! 
 
Q: Do I have to carry all of my belongings around with me? 
A: Often your teacher will keep your book in the classroom so you don’t have to take 
everything with you. You will need your pencil case and equipment in every lesson but 
you’ll also have a locker (if you wish) to store PE kit etc in.
